Match 1: Target: MR-63/wMR-63FC 300 yards, 15 shots, (Two sighting shots in 2 minutes) 

slow fire, F-Class Prone, 15 minutes.  
Match 2: Target: MR-63/wMR-63FC 300 yards, 15 shots, (Two sighting shots in 2 minutes) 

slow fire, F-Class Prone, 15 minutes. 
Match 3: Target: MR-1/wMR-1FC 600 yards, 15 shots, (Two sighting shots in 2 minutes) 

slow fire, F-Class Prone, 15 minutes. 
Match 4: Target: MR-1/wMR-1FC 600 yards, 15 shots, (Two sighting shots in 2 minutes) 

slow fire, F-Class Prone, 15 minutes. 
 Match 5:     The Aggregate of scores fired in Matches 1 thru 4 
 

Awards: Prizes will be awarded to 1
st
 and 2

nd
 place for each classification of competitors 

having 5 or more competitors in matches 1 thru 4. When there are insufficient entries in any class 
to warrant an award in that class, the individual or team involved may be moved by the Match 
Director to a higher class. 
 

General Information: NRA registration fee $4.50 per person (included with entry fees). 

Squadding: All matches will be squadded. Squadding cards for individual matches will be issued 
from the Statistical Office. 
Competitors must report to the Stat Office before firing. NRA F-Class classification card must 
be shown before squadding is issued. A competitor who fails to present himself/herself at the 
proper firing point when his/her relay is called may lose his/her right to compete in that event.

Individual F-Class Averages - Competitors are classified or reclassified on the basis of scores 
fired under the conditions specified in Rule 19.4 reduced to 10 shot averages, those averages 
leading to classifications are:   High Master 98.00 and above,  Master 96.50 to 97.99 
Expert 94.00 to 96.49  Sharpshooter 91.50 to 93.99  Marksman Below 91.50
